From the first end Australia lead by one against the new team on the block Sweden.  By the end of the fifth end Sweden picked up one and Australia one to maintain the lead 2 – 1.  

Sweden in the 7th end took two to lead and again in the 8th took another point to take over the lead 4 -2.  

Hugh Millikin, the Aussie skip, increased the pressure taking 3 points and the lead in the game.  

But it was not to be Australia’s day as in the 10th end Sweden gained two points to win 6 -5.

Tomorrow see Australia pitted against a strong Denmark team and later in the evening Team Canada is the competition.  This game will also be a first in curling with Team Canada’s third John Morris on the ice with Australia’s coach Earle Morris, Johns’ father guiding the Aussies.
