Day 3 and the Australian men celebrated two wins in the World Curling Championships in the USA.

Australia did Canada a favour, handing Germany its first loss of the championship. The Aussies scored deuces in the fifth and seventh ends for a 5-3 victory.

"It was a good game," said Australian skip Hugh Millikin. "We knew we had to play well against Germany. They are always tough.  The boys stepped it up."

In the evening draw – the Australian men were up against the tough Czech team who are playing great and also had a 2-2 record.

Hugh’s team had a couple of chances in the late ends to score multiple shots.  However they had to settle for single scores on half shots.  Going into the 10th end leading 7 -5 and Czech with last stone they managed to escape with a stolen point and win 8 – 5. 

This puts Australia in third place along with USA and Norway with a 3-2 record.  Outright leader is Canada with a 5 – 0 followed by Germany at 4 -1 thanks to Australia.

Day 4 sees Australia up against the USA and later in the day France.
