The game on day 5 that has every curler in the Grand Forks arena and at home biting their nails is the defeat of Canada by China in an 11th end battle where China stole one to win.  China won 6 – 5 to break the winning streak of Team Canada.  

While on sheet 3 our Aussie men took their game 7 – 6 over Switzerland.  The Swiss started out in a determined fashion taking 2 in the first end.  Australia came back with 1 only to lose 2 in the 3rd.  The 4th end saw Australia attempt to regain the lead with 2 points.  The Swiss took 1 in the 5th end to lead 5 – 3.   It was then Australia took control taking 2 points in the 6th, and stealing another 2 in the 7.  The Swiss weren’t down yet and gained another point in the 8th but trailing 7 – 6.  A blank end in the 9th saw Switzerland shake hands in the 10th to see the Aussies win their fifth game of the championships 7 – 6. 

The leader board now lists Australia and France tied for 2nd place, both with 5 – 3 records.  Canada still dominates first position but now with a record of 7 – 1.

Australia is up against Scotland, the mother country of Curling, in their next match of the day.
