The final day of the World Curling Championships in North Dakota saw a dramatic finish in Australia’s game against Norway.  It appeared at one point that there would be two tiebreakers needed to determine the fourth place finisher, after Australia, skipped by Hugh Millikin suddenly rallied to go in front of Norway’s Thomas Ulsrud of Oslo, 7-5, heading into the 10th end.

But Norway came back with a deuce to tie the game and take it into a 11th playoff.  Stealing a pair in the 11th brought the game to an end with Norway winning 9 – 7.

China, making its world men’s debut, is now in the playoff round of four of the top teams.  Behind the top four came France at 6-5, followed by Australia, United States, and Germany, all at 5-6.

In addition to world honours, the 12 competing countries are also battling for qualifying points for the 2010 Olympic Winter Games in Vancouver.
