The elusive international title that has slipped through Team Canada’s fingers so many times will be within their grasp again when they play Scotland in the final of the men's world curling championship.

Team Canada showed a determination to win in their semi-final game against Norway with 5-4. 

Not long afterwards Norway was back on the ice this time with China in their bid for the Bronze medal.  

Norway came out with a strong beginning of 2 points in the first end.  With three blank ends to follow China took 2 in the fifth end to tie.  Norway again put the pressure on winning 3 points in the sixth and stole another 2 in the seventh.  China picked 1 in the eighth but Norway was too strong taking another 1 in ninth to win the bronze medal with a 8 to 3 score.

Tomorrow, the final day of the World Curling Championships in Grand Forks, North Dakota, sees Canada taking on Scotland for gold.
