The ice arena in Grand Forks, North Dakota resounded with the rival cheering by Scotland and Canada in the final game of the World Curling Championships.

Australia’s coach Earle Morris had his eye on Canada right from the beginning as his son John was the third on Team Canada.  Prior to the game Earle said, “As a coach, parent and lover of the great game of curling I hope that it is a very close well played game and that the last shot is made.”

It was a well played game of cat-and-mouse where Team Canada sprang the trap in the seventh end to steal a crucial point and went on to a 6-3 victory over Scotland.

At the end of these Worlds Australia holds 6th spot.  That gives them an Olympic points ranking of 9 with 2007 and 2008 total of 10.5 points.
